Dear Parents, Carers and Guardians,
It is getting exciting now that we are just a few weeks away from our trip to Mogo Gold Rush Colony. This note has a few purposes: 
1. to let you know what your child will need to pack for the trip
2. to give a brief overview of the program that we will be following
3. to offer you the opportunity to provide pertinent personal information about your child

4. to get permission from you for your child to attend the excursion and also receive emergency care if required

Travel Arrangements

· ALL students are to be at school by 6:50am with their luggage and sleeping bag clearly labelled with their name. We hope to be away by 7.15am.

· The children will need to have a packed lunch and snacks for the first day. This can be packed into a small bag/back pack and carried onto the bus. NO food will be eaten on the bus.
· Anticipated arrival back at school on Friday 1st September is 5.30pm. A note will be displayed in the front office if there is any change to this time. 
Sleeping arrangements

The students will be sleeping in bunkhouse rooms in groups – each room has its own ensuite, so students do not need to leave their room to go to the bathroom during the night. Students bring their own linen to use (sleeping bag and pillow, as well as a towel).
Health and Safety

It is a requirement of the Mogo Gold Rush Colony campsite that we inform parents of the following:

· There are three unfenced dams, so students should stay in the allocated areas where the teachers are supervising them and not move towards these dams.

· There are uneven paths and surfaces so sensible shoes should be worn and students should walk in these areas.

· Native flora and fauna should be respected. The Gold Rush Colony nestles in the State Forest.

· There is to be no food consumed in cabins.

Souvenirs

· There will be time in the program where children may purchase souvenirs from the Gold Rush Colony Shop.  Children are asked to bring no more than $10.00 to spend. 

· This money for souvenirs needs to be clearly labelled in a snap lock plastic bag and handed to the class teacher by Wednesday 19th September (NOT on the morning we depart).
· It will be given to the children at the appropriate time to spend at the souvenir shop.

· NO money should be kept in their luggage.
Medication
· If your child requires regular medication while we are away, please include this on the information sheet attached and email Mrs Anderson (nicole.anderson18@det.nsw.edu.au) by Wednesday 12th September with the appropriate instructions for administering the medication. 
· ALL medication needs to be labelled and handed to Mrs Anderson before getting on the bus. She will be sitting outside the Year 6 classrooms. All medication should be sealed in a snap lock bag, labelled with the child’s name and class and with clear written instructions for administering the medication inside the bag (as well as in an email to Mrs Anderson).
· Any child who may suffer from motion sickness and require medication must have it before we leave on Thursday morning. Please ensure that they have a spare tablet in a labelled snap-lock bag that can be administered on Friday before the trip back. 

What to Bring
Here is a checklist of things to pack.  Please make sure that all items are clearly labeled with your child’s name as there is always lost property when staying in dormitory-style accommodation.

· Raincoat NO umbrellas (disposable raincoat is suitable – slip over poncho type is fine)

· Hat (full brimmed – no caps allowed), Sunscreen and Drink Bottle for water 
· Sleeping bag and pillow (you can pack a bottom sheet if you wish to cover the mattress)

· Toiletries – Toothbrush, toothpaste, soap (NO spray deodorant please)

· Towel 

· Clothes for the second day

· Warm fleece top or jacket

· Clothes for the Bush Dance on Thursday evening

· Sensible shoes to be worn – runners (with a spare pair in case these get wet)

· Socks & underwear 

· Pyjamas

· Handkerchiefs/tissues

· Garbage bag or plastic bag for dirty clothes. 

· Book and/or 1 soft toy for bedtime.

Children are NOT to bring:

· Food for snacks eg chewing gum, chips or snacks. (The equivalent to what the children eat in a regular school day is all they will need for the Thursday ONLY.)

· Technology eg i-pods, mobile phones, electronic games, cameras and valuables.

· Clothing – No midriff tops, singlets or thongs

· Torches – there are ensuites in the cabins and the children will not be out of cabins after “lights out”.
· Sporting equipment – there is sporting equipment supplied.
